Opportunities for Participation

There are opportunities to participate in three main ways: (a) by offering a 5-10 minute presentation in the morning swap shop session; (b) by providing a poster contribution during the working lunch; and/or c) by participating in the agenda setting exercise in the afternoon. All participants are actively encouraged to provide a swap-shop contribution so that maximum levels of engagement and exchange of ideas can be achieved.

(a) 5- 10 minute presentations (morning session)*

These should debate issues and offer/share elements of good practice associated with either:

1. The internationalisation of the Level 7/M level curricula within the GEES disciplines.

2. Managing the International student experience within Postgraduate Programmes

Presentations can differ in approach – whether theoretical, conceptual, empirical, reflective - depending on personal or institutional experiences of postgraduate taught education.

(b) Poster Swap-shop

Participants are asked to prepare an A1 Poster contribution that provides a case-study of either of the themes identified above in section (a) with an emphasis on sharing good practice associated with their personal or institutional experience. Individual contributions on both themes are of course most welcome!

Headings for the A1 sheet might include:

· Topic

· What is the nature of the issue?

· How has this been approached/ resolved in your institution?

· What are the strengths and limitations of the approach taken?

· What is the feedback from different stakeholders (students, teachers, practitioners, employers etc.)?

· What is the way forward now?

*If you wish to participate in the morning or lunchtime slots please provide a 200 word abstract by June 28th at the latest.
c) The afternoon meeting. 

In the afternoon session there will be the opportunity to participate in an agenda setting exercise that will form the basis of establishing further work that the GEES Subject Centre could/should focus upon.  It is anticipated that a GEES group will be established following this meeting that will coordinate the Subject Centre’s focus on taught postgraduate education. In order to set an agenda topics of discussion might focus on key themes in Masters level education such as:

· what are the key issues in Masters education today?

· what are the main concerns within the sector and how do these relate to the GEES disciplines?

· what are current trends in recruitment to level 7/M study?

· how do we/should we support home, EU and ‘international’ students

· What should the role of the PDP in Masters Education be? 

· How should the Subject Centre and the disciplines react to changes as a consequence of the Bologna process and beyond? 

There may be an opportunity for the presentations to be collated for a thematic page on the GEES Subject Centre website and/or a refereed journal article for a special edition of JGHE on postgraduate issues.

In addition participants are also encouraged to raise in advance of the meeting specific issues they would like to see discussed in the afternoon session.
