	This workshop will combine three themes: education for sustainable development, enhancing employability context, and open educational resources.  All three can be seen as ‘good things’ to do in our teaching: to teach in a way that will contribute to a more sustainable society; to enhance students’ employment awareness, experience and skills; and to make our teaching resources openly accessible to a broad range of audiences.  These ‘good things’ don’t have to add significantly to time and workload, and can generate many benefits for staff and students alike.  This workshop will explore some of the barriers and opportunities associated with developing any of these themes in your teaching and explore ways that these themes can be embedded within your teaching developments.


	Problem Based Learning (PBL), Action Learning and Context Learning describe pedagogic approaches where students learn, ideally in groups, through exploration of a research issue. PBL aims to engage students with demanding and interesting GEES problems so that they are entertained by the topic and research process, leading to deep learning. This session will explore the characteristics of these types of materials, issues in running sessions from the 2 hour to the whole module activity, the importance of reflection, support and flexibility. We will look at a variety of styles of materials and discuss the issues of being the facilitator of student learning, student participation issues and programme embedding. 

GEES research issues are ideally suited to a PBL approach, students really enjoy the opportunity to explore current real life problems. PBL can be used to introduce students to the problems, tasks and unexpected situations that characterise research.  

Participants who would like to work on developing their own PBL / Active learning materials can arrange to work with PEK instead of attending one of the second day field trips. 
	This workshops reviews the range of contexts in which small-group and team-led teaching may be used.  These environments include laboratory work,  field work and in lecture theatres.  In addition to reviewing the positive reasons for using small-group teaching as an approach, the workshop considers what makes an effective exercise from which students (and staff) will benefit, and bravely considers what may happen if it all goes wrong!

	This is an opportunity to have one to one  and group discussions, and time to work on drafting, writing, and revisions to course and programme materials.

	Often one of the difficult concepts for students to grasp about the geosciences is that it is not an ‘exact’ science. There is no ‘right’ answer, just a ‘best fit’, and this ‘best fit’ interprets the environment based on current understanding, which may change.  Many of the landforms of Dartmoor SW England are considered to be ‘classic’ examples of Quaternary periglacial processes. The early (and established) descriptions from the 1960s were essentially qualitative in nature. Modern geomorphological concepts, however, are based on a more rigorous quantitative analysis to test earth systems models

This field workshop will demonstrate techniques used within a stage 1 field class to enable students to understand difficult concepts. Within this field workshop delegates will undertake field observations using satellite images together with data collection using surveying equipment. 

	This workshop has two main aims. Firstly, it demonstrates a field-based approach to teaching environmental impact assessment at a site of former metalliferous mining activity. Secondly, it utilises mobile technologies to allow participants to engage ‘remotely’ in field-based activity by receiving voice and video data via a local area network. 

Delegates are invited to participate in a time-constrained, group activity to identify the potential environmental impacts of a hypothetical development project at Devon Great Consols mine site. A limited number of delegates will be able to undertake this activity ‘remotely’ and thus attempt the field-based exercise from the standpoint of students unable to access the site. There will be opportunity to compare the experiences of all groups to explore the benefits and pitfalls of the conventional approach and its technology-mediated counterpart. 

Devon Great Consols was the site of the extraction of large quantities of copper and arsenic in the nineteenth century. It has recently been developed for tourism through the Tamar Valley Mining Heritage Project and forms part of a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Background information will be provided during a ‘walk-over’ survey prior to the exercise. It is also intended that all participants will familiarise themselves with the site by visiting the web-based ‘virtual tour’ before the conference.

These field activities are a highly condensed version of assignments undertaken by students on the MSc Environmental Consultancy at the University of Plymouth. The portable communications network used is part of the Enabling Remote Activity toolkit which was developed at The Open University to improve access to field courses.
