A one-day INSET course for higher education staff involved in school liaison and/or recruitment and retention on first year programmes of study

Saturday 19th September 2009, University of Southampton, National Oceanography Centre
This workshop will deal with the key learning issues and priorities that Earth Science departments need to take into account when tackling transfer and retention problems in the first year of undergraduate study.
The course fee is £75, including lunch, tea/coffee, useful resources and access to exhibitors.
In the morning session we will combine Post 16 and HE INSET courses to allow a discussion of a central question - 

How prepared are post 16 students for Geoscience degrees? The aim of this session is to communicate between A- level and HE educators, to identify common experiences and their underlying reasons. WE will also address career options for geoscientists as seen from a post 16 and HE perspective. 

The afternoon session, dedicated solely to HE educators, will consist of a structured debate asking what the role of fieldwork should be in modern Earth Science degrees. The final session will focus on the provision of basic mathematics for earth scientists.  We invite all attendees to briefly outline the provision made in their departments and will discuss commonalities, good practice and problems identified. As this INSET course is dependent on participation from all delegates, we strongly encourage people to come with materials detailing their experience in some or all of the topics under discussion!
